The Newly Created Child of God is Made by the Word 
Genesis 1: 2

Here is a description of every sinner as we are born into this world and this is why no man can come to God until he be born of God and drawn of the Father: we are without form—vanity, void—empty, darkness upon the face of the deep.  We come into this world dead with no spiritual understanding (Eph 2: 21).
The new, inner creation is made by the Word preached.  It pleased God to save by the preaching of the gospel (1 Corinthians 1: 21).
